Tournament Rules
Eligibility:
The East Brunswick Recreation Tournament is open to Recreational Teams, Tournament Teams, and All-Star Teams. No carded Travel Teams or Travel Players will be accepted. Players must have been born during or subsequent to the divisional year as defined by US Soccer Guidelines. The Tournament reserves the right to combine age groups for flighting purposes as necessary when insufficient teams are registered in any group.

Trophy Division:
All small-sided teams, U-7 through U-10 will receive participation trophies. At the completion of a team's 2nd game coaches will bring their team to the tournament tent for their participation award.

Full-sided division U-11 through U-16 and above will compete as a Trophy division for 1st and 2nd place. Standings for U11-16 and above are kept in accordance with the attached rules and winners declared as outlined. All runners-up will receive participation trophies.

Laws of the Game:
All games are played in accordance with FIFA Laws except as specifically modified in the following paragraphs.

Field and Player Equipment
No Metal Cleats will be allowed. Player can wear no jewelry. All orthopedic or soft casts must be covered and no hard cast will be allowed. Goalkeepers must be distinguishable from both participating teams. All members of the same team shall wear the same color jersey. When uniform colors are similar the designated home team (1st team listed on schedule for that game) will change colors. (Pinneys are acceptable.)

Both teams will take the same side of the field. All other supporters will take the opposite side. When requested by the referee, each team will supply linesperson.

Substitutions:
Substitutions will be subject to the following conditions and with the referee's permission:

After a goal has been made
At a Goal Kick by either team
At a throw-in by the team in possession
At the beginning of the 2nd half of play
In case of an injury, one substitution is allowed for the injured player.
No substitutions allowed on corner kicks

Game Duration:
Games will consist of (2) 30-minute halves for all ages except U-7 and U-8.

U-7 and U-8 will play (4) 12  minute quarters.

Protest:
No protests will be entertained.

Game and Score Reporting:
Each coach in a trophy bracket will be responsible for verifying the accuracy of the game report prepared by the referee, before the field coordinator leaves the game site and reports the results to the scoring table. No changes will be made once the game report has been filed.

Forfeits:
A team shall be allowed a 10 minute grace period after the scheduled kickoff time before the match is awarded to their opponent. 7 players constitute a team and if 7 layer are present, the game will not be delayed. In no case shall a team, which forfeits a game, be declared a division winner. In such an event the team with the next highest point standing will be awarded the division. In a victory resulting from a forfeit or disqualification, the official score will be recorded, a 2-0 and the winning team will receive points and bonus point accordingly.

Conduct:
Player, Coaches, and Spectators are expected to conduct themselves in a responsible manner both on and off the field. Displays of temper or dissent are cause for ejection from the game and surrounding field area. Repeated violations may result in suspension of the team from the tournament as decided by the Director. Alcoholic beverages are not permitted at the game sites!!

Referees:
All referee decisions are final.

Inclement Weather:
Regardless of weather conditions, coaches and their teams must appear on the field of play as scheduled. Only referees and/or the tournament director may cancel or postpone a game. In the event of inclement weather the Tournament Director will have the authority to change games as follows:

Relocate or reschedule any game(s)
Change the duration of any game(s)
Cancel any game(s) 

If the tournament is cancelled because of weather, field usage, or sponsoring organization management decision all teams will be refunded 80% of their entry fee.

Note: Any game terminated after one full half of play shall be considered official as of the time of termination.

Determination of Division Standings for Trophy Brackets:
Each team will be awarded 3 points for a win, 1 point for a tie, and no points for a loss. The division winner will be declared as that team with the most points in their division. In the event of a tie the following criteria will be applied in the listed order to determine the winner.

1. Bonus Points - A team will be awarded 1 bonus point for each goal over their opponents to a maximum of 3 bonus points. Thus a team winning 3-0 or 10-3 would receive 3 points.

2. Goals against - (2) teams tied to this point, the team having given up the least amount of goals would be declared the winner.

3. Head to Head competition.
4. FIFA Penalty Kicks (Trophy Divisions Only).

Note: Based on the Bonus Point System there is no advantage to winning a game by more than 3 goals. In an effort to promote good sportsmanship, coaches are asked to be aware of the point differences in the game. Coals Scored IS NOT a tiebreaker.
Tournament Cancellation Policy:


A minimum of 80 % of a team’s entry fee will be refunded if the tournament is cancelled before the start date of the tournament.  Reasons for cancellation might include weather, field usage, or the sponsoring organizations management decision.

If a tournament is postponed or rescheduled, all teams that have applied to the original date must be given the opportunity to withdraw from the revised date of the tournament with a full refund of entry fee.

Golf cart policy:


You must have a valid New Jersey Drivers license to operate a Golf cart if used during the conduction of this tournament.

General:
Under no circumstances will the Tournament Committee, East Brunswick Soccer Club, or NJYSA be responsible for any expenses (including tournament fees) incurred by any team. 

The Tournament Committee reserves the right and has the authority to rule on any situation pertaining to this tournament. 
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
